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1) In order to guarantee the public safety, it was vital to treat the terrazzo surface with a sealer 
that would not change the slip resistance of the surface.  

2) The speed of the application and lifespan of the sealer were vital in order to minimize current 
and future interference with pedestrian traffic.  

3) Some extra requirements were: Graffiti protection, protection from salt efflorescence and 
efflorescence and water damage, as well as providing resistance to the strong alkaline 
liquids used for cleaning the metro station.  

  Case Study 

The Project 

Barcelona, the capital and most populous city of Catalonia and the second largest city in Spain, 
has a complex metro network. Anden metro station, located in the heart of Barcelona’s city 
center, is one of the busiest stations in Barcelona and is therefore subject to high levels of traffic 
and constant maintenance. A sealer was needed which would stand up to the wear and tear of 
traffic and maintenance long term, would not change the slip characteristics or colour of the 
paved surface.
